1 Saint Michel church.
Built with Cassis stone in the
19th century.

2 The communal oven.
17th century. It hosts exhibitions
on the Provencal traditions.

3 La Maison de U'Europe et de
la vie associative. Cassis's coat
of arms above the door ‘azure with
silver crosier laid in pale, accosted
by two fish, also in pale”. Former
Martin Sauveur mansion house,
17th century.

4 The library. Villa lAriane -
Elegant 19th century residence.

5 Town Hall. Formerly Désiré
de Moustiers' mansion, 17th century
with its Grand Siecle staircase.
On the square, the Cassis stone
fountain. Nearby, the Salles
Voutées exhibition space.

6 The Chateau. 4,850 sqm
fortified town, overlooking the sea,
in the middle ages the castle housed
250 people and was owned by the
Baux family. > Today it's a private
home, totally enclosed within high
walls, proposing luxury guest rooms.

7 The Prud’homie de Péche.
Is responsible for protecting the
maritime areas and fishery resources.
This institution reflects the changes
and transformations made to the
fishing industry over time.

8 The Statue de Calendal.
Carved in Cassis stone, here
is Calendal, a Cassis anchovy
fisherman and hero of Frédéric
Mistral's poem, who accomplished
12 labours to seduce the beautiful
Esterelle.

9 Musée d'Arts et Traditions
Populaires. A mix of archaeological
remains, paintings by Provencal
artists and traditional objects, this
museum showcases Provence,
its history and talents.

The collection is enriched with two
temporary exhibitions every year.

10 Fondation Camargo.
Guided tour of the gardens from
April to November, on reservation.
